It would be tremendously difficult for retailers to operate without electricity.  Texas Retailers Association has a long history of working to lower electric rates for our members.  We led the charge on deregulating the retail electric market, and partnered with companies to help our members negotiate the best deal for electricity. 

In 2002, the Gulf Coast Retailers Association entered into an endorsed services relationship with CETX Energy Agency, working through Ms. Phyllis Anzalone, their Managing Partner. In January 2006, GCRA merged with the Texas Retailers Association and CETX became the Association’s sole endorsed energy consultant. To date, over 40 member companies have participated in this highly successful program and most members have utilized CETX’s services through two or more procurement cycles.

Phyllis began her energy career with Enron in 1996 in California, developing energy programs for large commercial companies. As Enron’s top salesperson in 1999, she was asked to open the retail power markets in New England including the states of Massachusetts, Maine, New York, and Rhode Island. Following her tenure with Enron, Ms. Anzalone and two business partners founded Competitive Energy of Texas, or CETX.
