Brookshire Grocery Company is a family-owned business, headquartered in Tyler, Texas.  Its beginning dates to 1928 when Wood T. Brookshire opened a small, 25 x 100-foot store on the downtown square in Tyler, Texas. He and five brothers operated several stores in East Texas until the partnership dissolved in 1939. At that time, Wood became sole owner of three stores in Tyler that served as the cornerstone of today’s company.

Today, Brookshire Grocery Company operates 155 supermarkets in Texas, Louisiana, Arkansas and Mississippi under four distinct banners:  Brookshire’s Food Stores, Super 1 Foods Stores, Olé Foods Stores, and ALPS (Always Low Price Store).  They also operate three distribution facilities, and their internal manufacturing facilities include bakery, dairy, ice cream, yogurt, fresh-cut, ice and water/drink plants, all in the Tyler area.

Brookshire Grocery Company employs approximately 12,000 people who are proudly referred to as “partners.”  They offer their partners the opportunity to pursue college education through their company scholarship program. 

Brookshire Grocery Company has a strong commitment to improving the quality of the communities in which they operate.  Last year, the company donated approximately $400,000 to number of local charities, including United Way, Children's Miracle Network, Adopt-A-School programs and the East Texas Food Bank.  

The Brookshire Grocery Company management team members are active leaders in Texas Retailers Association.  They provide consistent and valuable input on legislative and regulatory issues.  Additionally, they have directly contributed to our Association’s success through their personal relationships with lawmakers in Austin and Washington, D.C., hosting TRAPAC fundraisers, participating in regulatory agency meetings, and helping to develop the standards and systems for Lone Star Card and WIC EBT. 
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
